Website traffic also jumped dra-
matically as the press and the public
sought out measured, reliable information on the war on
terrorism, the war in Iraq, and other key foreign policy
issues this year. Total traffic for the Council’s websites,
including Foreign Affairs, nearly doubled from the begin-
ning of the program year, with more than half a million
visitors viewing two million pages of Council content
during busy months.
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
