Daniel Markey is a senior fellow for India, Pakistan, and South Asia at the Council on Foreign 

Relations (CFR). His areas of specialization are security and governance in South Asia, international 

conflict, theories of international relations, and U.S. foreign policy. 

 

From 2003 to 2007, he held the South Asia portfolio on the Policy Planning Staff at the U.S. 

Department of State. His responsibilities included analysis and planning for the Secretary of State on 

regional and global policy issues, participation in departmental and interagency South Asia policy 

formulation, articulation of regional policy for senior-level speeches and print media, and acting as a 

liaison with academic, think tank, and diplomatic communities. 

 

Prior to government service, Dr. Markey taught courses on U.S. foreign policy and theories of 

international relations in the Politics Department at Princeton University and served as the executive 
director of Princeton’s Research Program in International Security. In 2000 and 2001, he was a 

postdoctoral fellow at Harvard University’s Olin Institute for Strategic Studies. His academic research 

focused on prestige politics and international conflict. 

 

He received a PhD from Princeton University’s Department of Politics and a BA in international 

studies from Johns Hopkins University.
